TIME COMMITMENT AND MEMBERSHIP POLICIES
Hunt’s Gymnastic Academy Booster Club (“HGABC”) is dedicated to providing both financial and psychological support to our young athletes.  As a 501(3)(c) nonprofit corporation, one of HGABC’s purpose is to raise funds to offset the

1:  Assistance in paying for the costs and expenses incurred by the competitive gymnastics programs at Hunt’s Gymnastics Academy as directed by the vote of the membership of HGABC.

2.  To provide an effective and efficient means of communication among HGABC members, the community, the individual competitive gymnast and their family.

3.  To promote mental, physical and moral development of the competitive gymnasts as outlined in HGABC Membership Policies and any Code of Conduct.

4.  Any and all other methods and means, as approved by the membership, which would serve to promote competitive gymnastic opportunities.

Membership Dues
The board of directors shall establish the initial and annual dues for membership in the corporation.  The billing and collection of dues shall be in a manner prescribed by the board of directors.  Members joining during the fiscal year of the corporation will be given prorated requirements as determined by the board of directors.

Volunteer Hours

Level 5-10:
15 hours per family

Level 2-4:
7 hours per family

**Family members may contribute to hour requirement if at least 14 years old.
** Families who have more than one gymnast are required to add an additional 5 hour requirement.
**Members receive one service hour per attendance at general membership meeting.

Mandatory Events
All members shall participate in all HGABC hosted meets (sanctioned, sanctioned sectionals or fun meets). Participation is defined as a donation of goods or working at the meet.

If a fundraiser is voted mandatory by the membership, all members must participate accordingly.  A fine of $50.00 will be assessed for nonparticipation in any mandatory event.

Level Representatives

Duties:  Act as parent liason for the competitive level.  Tracks gymnasts scores at all meets and post in gym.  Attend at least 7 general membership meetings

Obtain 4 service hours.
Fundraising

Any member wishing to present a fundraiser to HGABC for consideration must submit a fundraiser request form to the Board of Directors 14 days prior to a general membership meeting. The form will require the following information:


a.
Description of fundraiser


b.
Potential profits to be earned by fundraiser and any other finances


c.
Potential dates of fundraiser

All fundraisers will be voted upon by the membership.  A fundraiser may be ratified to be held annually.

Allocation of fundraised monies
1.
The monies fundraised by HGABC will be allocated to the HGABC general fund and to Hunt’s Gymnastics Academy and Sport Zone competitive fees account to offset each athletes competitive fee.  The monies allocated by the membership will be divided amongst the athletes based upon an equal percent of the monies fundraised utilizing the following formula:
Total for competitive fees:
X

Total amount allocated by membership:
Y

Y divided by X= 
percent per athlete’s competitive fee

For example:

Total competitive fees:
$112,000

Total amount allocated from HGABC:
$55,000

$55,000 divided by $112,000=  49.1% of EACH athletes competitive fee will be paid by HGABC

2.
Once HGABC has determined the athlete’s percentage, the remaining monies will be required to be paid by the athlete.  

3.
Each family will receive a fee schedule from Hunt’s Gymnastics Academy and Sport Zone.  The due dates will be stated on that schedule.
